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Videos can be documentaries, editorial content or fiction.

All video submissions must meet the below requirements:
e No limit of duration.
e The video must be original and unpublished.
e Video format MP4, codec h264.
e Maximum resolution: 4k (4096x2160).
e Minimum Resolution: 1920x1080.
e Recommended bitrate 15 to 20Mb/s VO.
e File size must not exceed 1GB.
e For submissions exceeding submission platform allowance (10 MB), participants
must upload the video to Vimeo, Youtube, or Google Drive and upload the link to the
submission platform.
e Audio AAC/mp3.
e Audio sample rate: 44.1 kHz or 48kHz.
e Audio bitrate: 320 Kbps or higher.
e If the quality of the video is too low to be screened and the sound is difficult to
understand, the committee will contact the participant to request a higher quality
version.
Subtitles
e If the movie is in a third language, entries must include subtitles in either Spanish
or English.
e The subtitles must be embedded in the file.

All participating videos must have the authorizations and assignments of copyrights and
other owners of pre-existing and original works that are incorporated in them. The
participants guarantee that the video do not violate any exploitation rights, or rights of
honor, privacy and image, or Intellectual and/or Industrial Property rights and/or any
other rights of third parties, and that they do not violate the legislation in force. The
organization of the IE Foundation Prizes in the Humanities declines all legal responsibility
for the films submitted to the competition and their content.
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
